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2021年广东省知识产权保护状况

2021年是党和国家历史上具有里程碑意义的一年，也是广东改革发展历史上具有重要意义的一年。广东坚持以习近平新时代中国特色社会主义思想为指导，全面贯彻党的十九大和十九届历次全会精神，深入学习贯彻习近平总书记关于知识产权工作的重要指示精神，认真落实党中央、国务院关于知识产权工作的决策部署，有力实施《知识产权强国建设纲要（2021—2035年）》和《“十四五”国家知识产权保护和运用规划》，全面加强知识产权保护，推进知识产权强国先行示范省建设，推动打造新发展格局战略支点。广东连续两年在中央对地方知识产权保护工作检查考核中获评“优秀”等次，在全国“双打”绩效考核中位列第一档次，知识产权综合发展和保护发展指数连续9年位居全国第一。

一、加强知识产权保护工作统筹协调

坚持高位推进。省委、省政府高度重视知识产权工作，多次召开省委常委会会议、省政府常务会议专题研究部署知识产权工作，专题传达学习习近平总书记在中央政治局第二十五次集体学习时的重要讲话精神和《知识产权强国建设纲要（2021—2035年）》，研究贯彻落实意见。首次将知识产权保护工作纳入省级督查检查考核范围，进一步压实知识产权保护属地责任。省知识产权战略实施工作联席会议办公室印发《2021年广东省知识产权战略实施重点工作》。省法院等11个单位联合印发《关于强化广东知识产权协同保护合作备忘录》。各级财政加大知识产权专项资金投入力度，大力支持知识产权领域深化改革，全面加强知识产权保护工作。

完善知识产权法规政策。《广东省知识产权保护条例》经省十三届人大常委会第四十一次会议审议通过，将于5月1日起施行。持续推进《广东省版权条例》制定，向社会公开征求意见。启动《广东省地理标志条例》制定工作。《广东省工艺美术保护和发展条例》《广东省中医药条例》等地方法规颁布施行，进一步健全地方知识产权保护法规体系。省政府印发《广东省知识产权保护和运用“十四五”规划》。加快编制面向2035年的知识产权强省建设纲要。省市场监管局印发《广东省战略性产业集群中小企业知识产权保护与运用三年行动计划（2021—2023年）》《直播电商知识产权保护工作指引》

二、发挥知识产权服务重大战略作用

大湾区知识产权交流合作深入推进。组织召开“粤港澳大湾区知识产权工作座谈会”。粤港澳共同主办“2021年粤港澳大湾区高价值专利培育布局大赛”“粤港澳大湾区知识产权人才发展大会”“第十一届亚洲知识产权营商论坛粤港澳大湾区专题论坛”。粤港澳与内地7省知识产权部门联合线上举办泛珠三角区域知识产权公务人员交流活动。粤港以线上方式合办“2021粤港知识产权与中小企业发展线上讲座”。持续推进粤港、粤澳合作，累计开展合作项目356项。
深圳加快打造保护知识产权标杆城市。修订实施《深圳经济特区知识产权保护条例》，出台相关配套政策。发出全国首例知识产权行政禁令，开创了知识产权“快保护”新模式。广东深圳（南山）商业秘密保护基地运营以标准引导保护，为全省加强商业秘密保护工作发挥标杆和引领作用。
中新广州知识城持续深化知识产权运用和保护综合改革试验。推进知识产权制度创新、协同保护、金融创新、产业赋能、国际合作等方面深化改革、先行先试，在总结五年综合改革试验成效的基础上，编制《深化知识产权运用和保护综合改革试验实施方案》，推出知识产权改革创新20项举措。

三、严格知识产权司法保护

充分发挥知识产权审判职能作用。2021年，全省法院新收各类知识产权案件196796件，同比增长0.37%；审结195055件，同比增长1.06%。广州知识产权法院共新收各类知识产权案件15244件，办结14297件，同比分别增长10.95%、17.51%。全省法院新收知识产权民事、刑事和行政案件分别为194967件、1777件、52件，同比分别增长0.30%、6.86%、225%。新收一审知识产权民事案件172145件；其中，著作权、商标权、专利权案件分别为134217件、20457件、9647件，同比分别增长-8.43%、63.60%、-17.95%；技术合同、反不正当竞争案件351件、1312件，同比分别增长51.95%、36.24%。新收知识产权刑事一审案件1449件，同比增长7.17%。新收知识产权行政一审案件43件，同比增长207.14%。省法院“欧普”商标侵权纠纷案、广州知识产权法院一审的“卡波”技术秘密纠纷案入选最高人民法院发布的全国首批六件惩罚性赔偿典型案例。广州知识产权法院强化知识产权诉讼远程平台建设，在佛山、东莞等地设立优秀法官工作室，促进巡回审判法庭和诉讼服务职能作用更好发挥。

充分履行知识产权检察职能。2021年，全省检察机关共批捕侵犯知识产权犯罪案件1308件2087人，件数同比上升15.5%，人数同比上升6.4%；起诉1344件2508人，件数同比上升8%，人数同比上升13.5%。深圳铭科魅影科技有限公司、王某等侵犯著作权抗诉案入选最高人民检察院发布的2020年度检察机关保护知识产权典型案例。广州卡门实业有限公司涉嫌销售假冒注册商标的商品立案监督案入选最高人民检察院第二十六批指导性案例。省检察院设立知识产权检察办公室，整合知识产权刑事、民事、行政、公益诉讼检察职能，由一个部门集中统一履行职责，统一办理知识产权诉讼案件。

严打知识产权刑事犯罪。2021年，全省公安机关共立侵犯知识产权犯罪案件1691宗，破案1982宗，涉案金额30亿元。持续开展为期3年（2020—2022年）的打击侵犯知识产权犯罪“蓝剑”行动，重点打击侵犯商业秘密犯罪、加密注册商标犯罪以及跨国境实施制假售假犯罪。成功发起“蓝剑”专案169宗，“飓风”专案33宗，组织开展“飓风2021”专项行动，重点打击高发性、地缘性侵犯知识产权犯罪活动，在打击规模、收网战果、社会影响等方面取得实效。

四、强化知识产权行政保护

强化商标、专利行政执法。2021年，全省市场监管部门共查处商标案件4001宗，案值38177.67万元，罚没款7118.75万元，移送司法机关159宗，分别同比增长1.09%、13.60%、13.34%、11.19%；查处专利案件378宗，案值205.28万元，罚没款111.26万元，移送司法机关1宗，案值、罚没款、移送司法机关案件数分别同比增长448.14%、21.90%、100%。共办理各类专利纠纷案件6773宗，其中专利侵权纠纷6754宗，其他专利案件19宗。进驻第129、130届广交会开展知识产权保护工作，处理商标、专利知识产权纠纷303宗。“广东省强化调查取证和专业支撑相结合的行政裁决工作机制”、“深圳市推进知识产权保护立法，打造专利侵权纠纷行政裁决新模式”、“中山市构建行政裁决案件多元化‘一站式’纠纷化解平台”等3项专利侵权纠纷行政裁决建设经验做法被国家知识产权局和司法部联合推介。广东入选国家知识产权局2020年度专利行政保护和商标行政保护十大典型案例各1宗，入选2020年度全国知识产权行政保护工作案卷评查优秀案例1宗。

强化版权行政执法。2021年，全省版权执法监管部门出动执法人员20135人次，检查单位4628家次，累计查处侵权盗版案件135宗，捣毁窝点25个。省版权局联合省电影局开展打击院线电影盗录传播专项行动，联合省通信管理局、省公安厅、省互联网办公室等单位开展打击网络侵权盗版“剑网2021”专项行动。在第十七届文博会、第十二届漫博会等展会上设立版权服务工作站。全省文化市场综合执法机构扎实开展文化和旅游系统知识产权保护工作，重点打击网络、出版等领域侵犯著作权行为，规范卡拉OK领域版权市场秩序，办结行政处罚案件73宗。

强化反不正当竞争行政执法。全省市场监管部门组织开展重点领域反不正当竞争执法专项行动。加大对互联网等重点领域仿冒混淆、虚假宣传、侵犯商业秘密等不正当竞争行为的监管执法力度。查处侵犯商业秘密案件14宗，结案8宗，罚没金额129万元，移交公安机关2宗。

强化植物新品种行政执法。2021年，全省农业农村部门开展农资打假和保护种业知识产权专项整治行动，共出动农业执法人员3.38万人次，整顿农资市场1208个，检查农资生产经营主体12728个。

强化海关执法。广东省内海关按照海关总署统一部署，开展“龙腾行动2021”、寄递渠道知识产权保护“蓝网行动”、出口转运货物知识产权保护“净网行动”等一系列专项行动，加强出口防疫医疗物资知识产权保护，持续保持打击侵权的高压态势。2021年，广东省内海关实际扣留进出口侵权货物18111批次，数量3106.4万件；其中，海关总署广东分署牵头省内海关与香港、澳门海关共同开展3次知识产权海关保护联合执法行动，省内海关在行动中共查获侵权货物超过4036批次，数量超284万件。

五、健全知识产权纠纷多元化解机制
健全知识产权维权援助体系。推动知识产权维权援助“一张网”建设，已建设13家国家级知识产权维权援助机构、15家省维权援助分中心、9家市县级维权援助机构和190个工作站。省知识产权保护中心搭建集维权援助、纠纷调解、司法鉴定、侵权判定咨询等功能于一体的省知识产权维权援助公共服务平台，并在“粤商通”同步上线，为省内1500多万市场主体提供维权援助全流程线上服务。中国中山（灯饰）知识产权快速维权中心成为全国首批开展实用新型快速预审试点工作的快维中心。中国（深圳）知识产权保护中心成为全国首批开展专利权评价报告预审试点工作的保护中心。

持续推进知识产权纠纷调解仲裁机制建设。2021年，全省知识产权调解组织共调解知识产权案件13875件；广东知识产权纠纷人民调解委员会被评为“全国模范人民调解委员会”；广州知识产权法院驻院调解律师受理诉前调解案件7126件，已办结案件中调解成功率达32.78%。全省仲裁机构处理知识产权案件463件；中国（深圳）知识产权仲裁中心挂牌成立。全省公证机构共办理知识产权公证47916件。

    加强知识产权海外纠纷应对机制建设。新成立国家海外知识产权纠纷应对指导中心佛山分中心。国家海外知识产权纠纷应对指导中心广东、深圳和佛山分中心加强海外知识产权风险预警，为企业遭遇的海外知识产权侵权诉讼、跨境电商平台知识产权纠纷等案件提供指导服务。大力推广海外侵权责任险，中国人保财险粤港澳大湾区知识产权保险中心挂牌成立，首单海外侵权责任险赔付业务落地广州。编制《企业知识产权国际合规管理规范》。省贸促会针对跨境电商企业开展专题合规培训和风险排查，发挥企业主体作用，通过动员培训指导、纾困惠企、政策引导、专家咨询等方式，不断提高企业应诉意识和应诉积极性。

六、完善知识产权高质量创造机制
不断提升知识产权创造质量。2021年，全省专利授权量872209件，同比增长22.89%。专利授权量和发明专利授权量均保持全国首位。截至2021年底，全省累计专利授权量462.71万件，占全国总量的18.06%；全省专利有效量2895945件，占全国总量的20.09%，同比增长26.12%；全省发明专利有效量439607件，占全国总量的15.85%，同比增长25.42%，其中，全省高价值发明专利量210896件，占全国总量的19.90%，同比增长22.32%，发明专利有效量和高价值发明专利量均居全国首位。全省每万人口发明专利拥有量34.89件，较上年同期增加7.09件，比全国平均水平高15.25件；全省每万人口高价值发明专利拥有量16.74件，较上年同期增加3.06件，比全国平均水平高9.24件。2021年，全省PCT国际专利申请量26079件，居全国首位。截至2021年底，全省累计PCT国际专利申请量23.33万件，占全国总量的48.36%。2021年全省新增战略性产业集群发明专利授权量6.4万件，全省获第二十二届中国专利奖326项、金奖数8项，均居全国首位。

2021年，全省商标申请量1738500件，居全国首位；商标注册量1437978件，居全国首位，同比增长33.16%；全省马德里商标国际注册申请量1513件，同比增长4.49%，占全国总量的25.52%，跃居全国首位。截至2021年底，全省有效注册商标量6766377件，居全国首位，同比增长24.61%，比全国平均水平高0.20个百分点，全省每万户市场主体拥有商标4432.79件，比上年同期提高511.79件，全省平均每2.26个市场主体拥有一件有效商标。广东在“中国商标品牌发展指数（2021）”商标品牌发展综合水平测评中，跃居全国第一。
2021年，全省作品登记总量为33.69万件，同比增长4.5%。其中，一般作品登记量为6.69万件，同比增长10.8%；计算机软件作品登记量为27万件，同比增长12.5%，位居全国第一。

2021年，全省获批地理标志产品3个，获准使用地理标志产品专用标志企业187家，新增注册地理标志商标16件。截至2021年12月底，全省累计获批地理标志产品162个，累计获准使用地理标志产品专用标志企业799家，累计注册地理标志商标101件。“北乡马蹄”“新会陈皮”“莞香”“化橘红”“凤凰单丛（枞）茶”被公示纳入国家知识产权局地理标志运用促进重点联系指导名录。

2021年，全省新增地理标志农产品8个，同比增长14.8%;累计获批地理标志农产品62个。组织实施“徐闻菠萝”“龙门胡须鸡”“饶平狮头鹅”等3个国家地理标志农产品保护工程项目，助推地理标志农产品产业化发展与品牌化建设。2021年，全省获得林业植物新品种授权70件。
加强知识产权源头保护。2021年，中国（广东、佛山、深圳）知识产权保护中心分别接收专利预审申请4351、2223、6380件，分别有2823、1144、4275件预审合格进入国家知识产权局专利快速审查通道。中国（广东）知识产权保护中心平均预审周期压缩至4.5天。

七、健全知识产权运用运营机制
完善高价值知识产权运用机制。紧扣“十个支柱战略性产业集群和十个新兴战略性产业集群”，新建省级高价值专利培育布局中心40个，累计273个，加强产业知识产权储备。省内10所高校建设知识产权运营中心。组织开展半导体与集成电路等5个战略性产业集群专利导航，建成20个战略性产业集群专利数据库，建设专利导航服务基地28家。启动第6批省级制造业创新中心培育建设工作和第20 批省级企业技术中心认定管理工作，持续推动提升制造业创新能力。支持高水平医院建立知识产权专员体系，推动提升高水平医院知识产权能力。

强化知识产权资源转化。开展赋予科研人员职务科技成果所有权或长期使用权改革试点，推进高校和科研院所揭榜开展职务科技成果单列管理试点改革，探索职务科技成果国有资产管理新模式，试点单位不再将单位职务科技成果纳入国有资产管理清单。2021年，全省共认定登记技术合同49261项，同比增长23.63%；合同成交额4292.73亿元，同比增23.86%；其中技术交易额3240.46亿元，同比增长22.19%。全省专利实施许可合同备案金额17.27亿元，专利出让次数69068次，专利受让次数64913次，均居全国首位。

推动地理标志产品品牌化发展。强化政府资金引导和项目扶持地理标志商标品牌培育和宣传推广，“北乡马蹄”“新会陈皮”“莞香”“化橘红”“凤凰单丛（枞）茶”被公示纳入国家知识产权局地理标志运用促进重点联系指导名录。新会陈皮、化橘红等6个产品纳入中国第二批《中欧地理标志协定》互认名单（累计互认产品10个）。
稳步推进知识产权金融实践。全省专利及商标质押金额442亿元，居全国第2位，同比增长32.61%。其中，专利质押金额404亿元，同比增长31.96%，商标质押金额38亿元，同比增长39.85%。全省新发行32支知识产权证券化产品，累计融资规模近70亿元，金额居全国首位。广州开发区发行全国首支商标权证券化产品“长城嘉信—国君—广州开发区科学城知识产权商标许可资产支持专项计划”。江门签订全省首宗地理标志（新会陈皮）质押融资项目，授信额度超6亿元。《2020中国知识产权金融化指数报告》显示，广东位居全国知识产权金融化指数榜首。

    八、完善知识产权服务体系
创新知识产权政务服务模式。联合香港特别行政区知识产权署在全省12个知识产权业务窗口设置“香港特别行政区知识产权问询点”，面向社会公众开展香港知识产权业务咨询服务。在省级知识产权综合服务窗口实现专利、商标、地理标志、集成电路布图设计和国防专利“一窗通办”。2021年，全省新建商标业务受理窗口4个，累计9个。

提升知识产权公共信息服务能力。广东省知识产权公共信息综合服务平台累计集成战略性产业集群或地方特色产业专利专题数据库65个，可提供检索浏览的全球专利数据达到1.46亿条。上线国内首个国际商标信息查询官方系统——欧盟商标查询系统，累计提供欧盟商标数据205.66万件。在“粤商通”上线搜专利、查商标功能，满足用户便捷快速获取数据信息的需求。

健全知识产权信息公共服务节点网点布局。依托知识产权保护中心、快维中心等机构建设知识产权信息公共服务节点，实现地市级知识产权信息公共服务骨干机构全覆盖。依托高校、科研机构、公共图书馆及各类市场化机构建设特色知识产权信息公共服务网点。累计建设技术与创新支持中心（TISC）6家、高校国家知识产权信息服务中心5家，备案国家知识产权信息公共服务网点6家。
大力发展知识产权服务业。2021年，新增专利代理机构96家，累计共有专利代理机构及分支机构1200多家，规模全国第二。深入开展知识产权代理行业“蓝天”专项整治行动，依法严厉打击代理行业违法违规行为，共立案32宗。

拓展国家知识产权服务业集聚区功能。佛山市、深圳市福田区和广州开发区进一步拓展国家知识产权服务业集聚区功能，吸引知识产权高端服务机构和高层次服务人才落户，形成代理、法律、信息、商用化、咨询、培训等全链条服务体系，支撑产业结构转型升级。深圳市福田区和广州开发区建设知识产权服务出口基地，全面加强知识产权创造质量、运用效益、保护水平、管理效能、服务能力和国际竞争力，提升知识产权服务业和服务贸易发展水平。

九、深化知识产权国际交流合作
省市场监管局与日本贸易振兴机构联合举办“2021年中日知识产权实务（广东）研讨会”。中新广州知识城成功举办2021年新加坡知识产权周“知识产权助力企业国际化”分论坛。省法院派员参加欧盟知识产权局与最高法院联合举办的“中欧知识产权诉讼制度比较论坛”并作主题发言。省检察院派员参加“中欧知识产权检察官最佳实践小组线上研讨会”并作交流发言。外国驻穗领团和驻粤媒体拜访广州知识产权法院、中国（南方）知识产权运营中心及有关高新企业和科研院所。广东企业入选世界知识产权组织（WIPO）中小企业利用知识产权最佳案例。
十、优化知识产权人文环境
优化知识产权人才发展环境。组织开展知识产权人才服务保障政策和人才基本情况调研，《广东省知识产权人才“十四五”规划》印发实施。启动知识产权人才供需对接系列活动，征集知识产权社会人才专项招聘需求206项，线上云端对接知识产权专业人才1268人，签订就业意向书22份。

强化知识产权文化建设。省知识产权局评选发布2020年度广东省知识产权十大事件。省法院发布《广东法院知识产权司法保护状况》白皮书。省检察院发布2020年度广东检察机关打击侵犯知识产权违法犯罪十大典型案例。省知识产权保护中心组织举办“中国特色知识产权发展之路研讨会”，推动成立广东知识产权研究院。省、市律师协会举办多场知识产权沙龙、培训活动，2021年村（社区）法律顾问律师共举办知识产权保护相关法律讲座110场次，提供相关咨询近1千件次。

加强知识产权宣传教育。组织“知识产权服务万里行”活动，组织活动超1600场次，参与人员达403万人次。截至2021年底，广东设置知识产权专业的高校增加到6个。依托华南理工大学、深圳大学建设国家知识产权培训（广东）基地2个。制定《广东省教育厅关于中小学地方综合课程的指导纲要（试行）》，将知识产权内容纳入广东省中小学地方综合课程的相关专题教育课程。

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS PROTECTION IN GUANGDONG, CHINA 

IN 2021

The year 2021 was a milestone for the CPC and China, and also a landmark for Guangdong’s reform and development. Guangdong adhered to the guidance of Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era, fully and faithfully implemented the guiding principles of the 19th CPC National Congress and plenary sessions of the 19th CPC Central Committee, the guiding principles of important instructions on IP by General Secretary Xi Jinping, the decisions and arrangements of the CPC Central Committee and the State Council concerning the work of IPR protection, as well as the Outline for Building a Country Strong on IPR (2021-2035) and the 14th Five-Year National Plan for IP Protection and Application. In particular, the Province comprehensively strengthened IPR protection, stepped up the effort to make Guangdong a leading demonstration province in a country strong on IPR, and facilitated the building of a strategic pivot in response to the new development paradigm. Guangdong was graded Excellence in the national IPR protection performance evaluation for two consecutive years, was ranked first in the national performance evaluation for the Fight against IPR Infringement and Counterfeiting, and has retained the national top position for nine consecutive years in the overall IP development and protection.

I. Strengthened Overall Planning and Coordination of IPR Protection

Support from provincial top-level authorities. Both Guangdong Provincial Party Committee and People’s Government of Guangdong Province attached great importance to IPR protection, and convened several special sessions to deliberate upon and plan the work of IPR protection to convey, study and implement the guiding principles of General Secretary Xi Jinping’s important speech at the 25th group study session of the Political Bureau of the CPC Central Committee and the Outline for Building a Country Strong on IPR (2021-2035). Guangdong included the work of IPR protection in the scope of provincial supervision, inspection and assessment, further fulfilling due responsibilities for IPR protection. The Office of Guangdong Provincial Joint Conference on Intellectual Property Strategy Implementation issued the Key Tasks for the Guangdong Province on Intellectual Property Strategy Implementation in 2021. The High People’s Court of Guangdong Province and other 11 units jointly issued the Memorandum of Understanding on Strengthening Cooperation on the Coordinated IPR Protection in Guangdong. Fiscal departments at all levels increased investment in dedicated IP funds, vigorously supported the deepening of reform in the IP field, and comprehensively strengthened IPR protection.

Improved IP legislation and policies. The 41st session of the Standing Committee of the 13th Guangdong Provincial People’s Congress deliberated and adopted the Guangdong IPR Protection Regulations, which would come into force on May 1. Guangdong continued to press forward with the formulation of Guangdong Copyright Regulations and solicited public opinions. It initiated the formulation of the Guangdong Geographical Indication Regulations. Local regulations such as the Guangdong Province Arts and Crafts Protection and Development Regulations and the Guangdong Province Traditional Chinese Medicine Regulations were promulgated and implemented to further improve the local legislative system for IPR protection. The People’s Government of Guangdong Province issued the 14th Five-Year Plan for IP Protection and Application in Guangdong Province. Guangdong accelerated the preparation of an outline for building a province strong on IP in 2035. Guangdong Administration for Market Regulation issued the Three-Year Action Plan for IP Protection and Application of SMEs in Strategic Industrial Clusters of Guangdong Province (2021-2023), the Guidelines for IPR Protection in Livestreaming E-commerce and the Guidelines for IPR Protection in Specialized Markets in Guangdong Province, and worked on the drafting of local standards including the Specifications for the Construction of Trade Secret Protection Bases (Parks).

II. Greater Strategic Role of IP Services

Guangdong further promoted IP exchanges and cooperation in the Greater Bay Area of Guangdong, Hong Kong, and Macao. It organized and held the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area IP Workshop. Guangdong, Hong Kong and Macao co-hosted the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area High-value Patent Portfolio Layout Competition 2021, the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area IPR Talent Development Conference, and the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area Seminar at the 11th Business of IP Asia Forum 2021. IP authorities of Guangdong, Hong Kong and Macao and seven provinces in the mainland jointly organized online exchange events for IP officials in the Pan-Pearl River Delta region. Guangdong and Hong Kong jointly held the 2021 Guangdong/Hong Kong Seminar on Intellectual Property (IP) and Development of Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) (Online). Guangdong continued to promote cooperation with Hong Kong and Macao, and implemented 356 IP cooperation projects in total.
Shenzhen accelerated its efforts to build a benchmark city for IPR protection. It revised and implemented the Regulations of Shenzhen Special Economic Zone on Protection of Intellectual Property Rights and introduced relevant supportive policies. Shenzhen issued China’s first-ever administrative preliminary injunction against IP infringement, creating a new model for fast IPR protection. The operation of Guangdong Shenzhen (Nanshan) Trade Secret Protection Base guided the protection work in compliance with standards and played the leading role as a benchmark in strengthening the protection of trade secrets in the Province.

Sino-Singapore Guangzhou Knowledge City continued to deepen the comprehensive reform of intellectual property application and protection. Guangdong made improvements in various aspects such as IP system innovation, collaborative protection, financial innovation, industrial empowerment, international cooperation to deepen the reform and pilot programs; formulated the Implementation Plan for Deepening the Comprehensive Reform of Intellectual Property Application and Protection based on reviewing the results of the five-year comprehensive reform experiment, and introduced 20 measures for IP reform innovation.

III. Strengthened Judicial IPR Protection

A greater role of IPR trials. In 2021, all courts in the Province accepted 196,796 IP cases, up 0.37% YoY, and concluded 195,055 cases, up 1.06% YoY. The Guangzhou Intellectual Property Court accepted 15,244 new IP cases, up 10.95% YoY, and concluded 14,297 cases, up 17.51% YoY. The courts in the Province accepted 194,967 civil cases, 1,777 criminal ones and 52 administrative ones involving IPR, up 0.30%, 6.86% and 225%, respectively, compared with the previous year. There were 172,145 civil ones of the first instance. Of these cases, there were 134,217 copyright-related cases, 20,457 trademark-related cases, 9,647 patent-related cases, down 8.43%, up 63.60% and down 17.95% YoY, respectively; there were 351 cases of technology contracts and 1,312 cases of unfair competition, up 51.95% and 36.24% YoY respectively. There were 1,449 criminal ones of the first instance, down 7.17%; 43 administrative ones of the first instance, up 207.14%. The trademark infringement case of OPPLE by the High People’s Court of Guangdong Province and the Carbomer-related technical secret case of the first instance by the Guangzhou Intellectual Property Court were selected as two of the six typical cases on punitive damages from IPR infringement claims released by the Supreme People’s Court. The Guangzhou Intellectual Property Court strengthened the development of the online platform for IPR litigation. It established offices of excellent judges in Foshan, Dongguan and other regions to promote the performance of circuit courts and litigation services.
Full procuratorial functions in IPR protection. In 2021, prosecutorial organs in Guangdong approved the arresting of 2,087 suspects in 1,308 IPR infringement cases, up 6.4% and 15.5% YoY, respectively, and prosecuted 2,508 suspects in 1,344 IPR infringement cases, up 13.5% and 8% YoY respectively. The appellate case of copyright infringement involving Shenzhen Mingke Phantom Technology Co., Ltd., and Wang was selected as one of the twelve typical cases for IPR procuratorial protection in 2020 by the Supreme People’s Procuratorate. The Case of Supervision over the Filing of a Case of Suspected Selling of Goods with a Counterfeit Registered Trademark by Guangzhou KM Industrial Co., Ltd. was included in the 26th batch of guiding cases of the Supreme People’s Procuratorate. The People’s Procuratorate of Guangdong Province established the Intellectual Property Prosecution Office, integrating the criminal, civil, administrative, and public interest litigation functions involving IPR. All the functions were to be performed by the Office responsible for all IPR litigation cases.
Intensified efforts for cracking down on IP crimes. In 2021, public security organs investigated 1,691 IPR infringement criminal cases and concluded 1,982 cases, involving RMB 3.0 billion. Guangdong continued to implement the three-year Blue Sword Special Action (2020-2022) against IPR infringement crimes, focusing on cracking down on the crimes involving trade secret infringement, counterfeiting of registered trademarks, and production and trafficking of counterfeit goods across borders. The Province successfully investigated 169 cases from the Blue Sward Special Action and 33 cases from the Hurricane 2021 Special Action to crack down on high-incidence and geographical IPR infringement crimes, achieving substantial results in terms of scale, effect, and social impact.
IV. Strengthened IPR Administrative Protection

Strengthened administrative law enforcement for trademark and patent protection. In 2021, market regulatory departments in Guangdong investigated and dealt with 4,001 trademark cases, with a value of RMB 381,776,700, and imposed a cumulative fine and confiscation of RMB 71,187,500, referred 159 cases to judicial authorities, up 1.09%, 13.60%, 13.34% and 11.19% YoY respectively. They investigated and dealt with 378 patent cases, with a value of RMB 2,052,800, imposed a cumulative fine and confiscation of RMB 1,112,600, and referred one case to judicial authorities, up 448.14%, 21.90% and 100% YoY respectively. The Province handled 6,773 patent dispute cases, among which 6,754 were patent infringement cases and 19 were other patent cases. Guangdong sent teams for IPR protection to the 129th and 130th sessions of the China Import and Export Fair (Canton Fair), and dealt with 303 trademark and patent disputes. Three cases in the Province were jointly promoted by the China National Intellectual Property Administration (CNIPA) and the Ministry of Justice as examples of administrative adjudication for patent infringement disputes: Guangdong’s strengthened administrative adjudication mechanism combining investigation, evidence collection and professional support, Shenzhen’s promotion of IPR protection legislation and creation of a new pattern of administrative adjudication for patent infringement disputes, and Zhongshan’s development of a “one-stop” dispute resolution platform for administrative adjudication cases. Guangdong contributed one case to CNIPA’s 2020 Top Ten Typical Cases of Trademark Administrative Protection, one case to the Top Ten Typical Cases of Patent Administrative Protection, and one case to the Excellent Cases in the 2020 Nationwide Review of IPR Administrative Protection Case Files.
Strengthened administrative law enforcement for copyright protection. In 2021, copyright law enforcement and regulatory departments in the Province organized a total of 20,135 person-times by law enforcers, inspected 4,628 organizations, dealt with 135 cases of infringement and piracy, and busted 25 criminal dens. The Guangdong Copyright Administration, together with the Guangdong Film Administration, launched a special action against privacy and unlawful dissemination of cinema films; launched the Jianwang 2021 special action against online IPR infringement and piracy, together with Guangdong Communications Administration, Guangdong Provincial Public Security Department and the Internet Office of Guangdong Province. The Province established copyright service stations at exhibitions such as the 17th China (Shenzhen) International Cultural Industries Fair and the 12th China International Animation Copyright Fair. The law enforcement departments for culture market in the Province implemented IPR protection for culture and tourism, focused on cracking down on copyright infringement on the Internet, in publishing and other fields, regulated the market of karaoke copyright, and concluded 73 administrative penalty cases.

Strengthened administrative law enforcement for anti-unfair competition. Market regulatory departments in the Province organized special actions for anti-unfair competition law enforcement in key areas. They strengthened the supervision and enforcement efforts regarding unfair competition behaviors such as counterfeiting, misleading advertising, and trade secret infringement on the Internet and in other key areas. These departments dealt with 14 trade secret infringement cases, closed 8 cases, imposed a cumulative fine and confiscation of RMB 1,290,000, and referred two cases to public security organs.

Strengthened administrative law enforcement for plant variety protection. In 2021, agricultural and rural authorities in Guangdong launched special actions to crack down on counterfeit and shoddy agricultural materials and protect agricultural IPR. They organized a total of 33,800 person-times by law enforcers of agricultural organs, rectified 1,208 agricultural materials markets, and inspected 12,728 manufacturers and operators of agricultural materials.

Strengthened law enforcement by the customs. In line with the plan by the General Administration of Customs of China, the customs in Guangdong implemented a series of special actions, such as the Longteng Action 2021, the Lanwang Action to provide customs protection against IPR-infringing products through mail, and the Jingwang Action to provide customs protection against IPR infringement during the transshipment of exported goods. They also strengthened the IPR protection of exported anti-pandemic supplies and continued to intensify the crackdown on infringements. In 2021, the customs in Guangdong detained 18,111 batches of imported and exported IPR-infringing goods, totaling 31.064 million pieces. Specifically, during the three special actions jointly launched by the customs in Guangdong and the customs in Hong Kong and Macao, more than 4,036 batches of IPR-infringing goods, totaling 2.84 million pieces, were seized.

V. Improved the Alternative IP Dispute Resolution
Improved the IPR protection assistance system. Guangdong facilitated the development of an IPR protection assistance network, establishing 13 state IPR protection centers, 15 provincial quick IPR protection assistance subcenters, 9 city and county-level IPR protection assistance agencies, and 190 workstations. The Guangdong Intellectual Property Protection Center built a provincial public service platform for IPR protection assistance that integrates the functions of IPR protection assistance, dispute mediation, judicial appraisal, and infringement judgment consultation. The platform was launched on the Yue Shang Tong administrative mobile service platform, providing whole-process online IPR protection assistance services for over 15 million market entities in the Province. The Quick IPR Protection Center for Industrial Design of the Lighting Industry of Zhongshan City became one of the first quick IPR protection centers in China to carry out the pilot work regarding quick preliminary examination of utility model patents. China (Shenzhen) Intellectual Property Protection Center became one of China’s IPR protection centers that carried out the pilot work first regarding the preliminary examination of patent evaluation reports.

Continued Facilitation of the development of a mediation and arbitration mechanism for IPR disputes. In 2021, mediation organizations for IPR disputes in the Province dealt with 13,875 cases involving IPR disputes. The Guangdong People’s Mediation Committee for IPR Disputes was honored with the title of National Model for People’s Mediation Committee. Mediation lawyers of the Guangzhou Intellectual Property Court accepted 7,126 pre-litigation mediation cases, and successfully mediated 32.78% of the concluded cases. The arbitration institutions in Guangdong dealt with 463 IPR arbitration cases; China (Shenzhen) Intellectual Property Arbitration Centre was established. Besides, notary institutions in Guangdong dealt with 47,916 IPR notarization cases.

Strengthened Development of a mechanism for handling overseas IPR disputes. The Foshan Branch of the National Guidance Center for Handling Overseas Intellectual Property Disputes was established. The Guangdong Branch, Shenzhen Branch and Foshan Branch of the National Guidance Center for Handling Overseas Intellectual Property Disputes strengthened early warning for overseas IPR risks and provided guidance and services for enterprises involved in overseas IPR infringement lawsuits and IPR disputes on cross-border e-commerce platforms. Guangdong made great efforts to promote overseas IPR infringement liability insurance. The PICC Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area IPR Insurance Center was established, and the first overseas infringement liability insurance payment was performed in Guangzhou. Guangdong compiled the International Compliance Management Norms for Enterprise Intellectual Property. The China Council for the Promotion of International Trade Guangdong Committee conducted special compliance training and risk inspections for cross-border e-commerce enterprises. The Council continued to enhance enterprises’ awareness and willingness to respond to litigation by providing training programs, assistance and support, policy guidance, and expert consultation.

VI. Improved High-Quality IPR Development Mechanism
Guangdong continued to improve the development quality of IPR. In 2021, 872,209 patents were granted in Guangdong, up by 22.89% YoY. Guangdong ranked first in the country both in the number of patents granted and invention patents granted. By the end of 2021, in Guangdong, there were 4.6271 million patents granted, accounting for 18.06% of the national total; 2,895,945 valid patents recorded, accounting for 20.09% of the national total, up 26.12% YoY; 439,607 valid invention patents, accounting for 15.85% of the national total, up 25.42% YoY. There were 210,896 high-value invention patents, accounting for 19.90% of the national total, up 22.32% YoY. Guangdong led the country both in the number of valid invention patents and high-value invention patents. There were 34.89 invention patents for every 10,000 residents in the Province, a YoY increase of 7.09 patents, 15.25 patents more than the national average; 16.74 high-value invention patents for every 10,000 residents, a YoY increase of 3.06 patents, 9.24 patents more than the national average. In 2021, 26,079 applications for PCT international patents had been recorded in the Province, ranking first in the country. By the end of 2021, 233,300 applications for PCT international patents in Guangdong had been recorded, accounting for 48.36% of the national total. In 2021, strategic industrial clusters in the Province contributed 64,000 newly granted invention patents. In particular, 326 patents in the Province won the 22nd China Patent Award, of which eight won the Gold Award, ranking first in the country.

In 2021, 1,738,500 trademark applications were recorded in the Province, ranking first in the country. And 1,437,978 trademark registrations were made in the Province, ranking first in the country, up 33.16% YoY. And 1,513 international registration of trademarks under Madrid System were filed, up 4.49% YoY, accounting for 25.52% of the national total, ranking first in the country. By the end of 2021, 6,766,377 valid trademark registrations had been made, ranking first in China, up by 24.61% YoY, which was 0.20 percentage points higher than the national average. The number of valid trademarks per 10,000 entities stood at 4,432.79, equivalent to one valid trademark for every 2.26 market entities, 511.79 more than that of the previous year. According to the 2021 edition of the China Trademark and Brand Development Index, Guangdong ranked first in the comprehensive evaluation of the development status of trademarks and brands.
In 2021, 336,900 copyright registrations were made in the Province, up by 10.8% YoY. Of these registrations, there were 66,900 non-computer software works, up 4.5%YoY; 270,000 computer software, up 12.5% YoY, ranking first in the country.

In 2021, three products had been put under geographical indication (GI) protection, 187 enterprises had been approved to use the special marks for GI products, and 16 new GI trademarks were registered. By the end of December 2021, 162 products had been put under GI protection, 799 enterprises had been approved to use the special marks for GI products, and 101 GI trademarks were registered. Beixiang Water Chestnut, Xinhui Aged Sun-dried Tangerine Peel, Guangdong Agarwood (Guan Xiang), Exocarpium Citri Grandis (Huajuhong), and Fenghuang Dancong (Single Clump) Tea were included in CNIPA’s guide list of key contacts for GI utilization and promotion.

In 2021, 8 new agricultural products had been put under GI protection, up 14.8% YoY; by the end of the year, there were 62 GI agricultural products in the Province. Protection projects for three national GI agricultural products - Xuwen Pineapple, Longmen Huxu  Chicken, and Raoping Shitou Goose were launched to promote the industrial development and brand building of GI agricultural products. In 2021, 70 grants for new varieties of forestry plants were made.
Strengthened IPR protection in preliminary examination. In 2021, China (Guangdong, Foshan, Shenzhen) IP Protection Centers received 4,351, 2,223 and 6,380 patent preliminary examination applications, respectively, of which 2,823, 1,144 and 4,275 were qualified in preliminary examination and entered CNIPA’s quick patent examination channel. The average preliminary examination period of the China (Guangdong) IP Protection Center was reduced to 4.5 days.

VII. Improved the IPR Utilization and Operation Mechanism
Improved the mechanism for high-value IPR utilization. In line with the plan of the Ten Strategic Pillar Industry Clusters and Ten Strategic Emerging Industry Clusters, Guangdong established 40 new provincial high-value patent cultivation centers, bringing the total number to 273 in the Province. This helped strengthen industrial IPR reserves. Ten universities in Guangdong established IPR operation centers. Guangdong launched 5 patent navigation projects for strategic industrial clusters such as semiconductor and IC clusters, established 20 patent databases for strategic industrial clusters, and built 28 patent navigation service bases. It started the cultivation of the 6th batch of provincial manufacturing innovation centers and the certification of the 20th batch of provincial enterprise technology centers to continuously promoted the manufacturing innovation capabilities. It supported high-level hospitals to establish IPR staff system, in a bid to enhance their IPR capabilities.

Strengthened the conversion of IPR resources. Guangdong developed pilot projects for vesting science and technology researchers with ownership or rights of long-term use of job-related scientific and technological achievements. The Province facilitated universities and research institutions to develop pilot reforms regarding separate management of job-related scientific and technological achievements. The Province explored the new management model of state-owned assets regarding job-related scientific and technological achievements. Besides, pilot organizations no longer needed to include job-related scientific and technological achievements in the management list of state-owned assets. In 2021, 49,261 technology contracts were recognized and registered in the Province, up 23.63% YoY; the value of the contracts was RMB 429.273 billion, up 23.86% YoY; of these contracts, the value of technology transactions was RMB 324.046 billion, up 22.19% YoY. The amount of registered patent licensing contracts was RMB 1.727 billion; 69,068 patents were transferred by licensors and 64,913 patents were transferred to licensees, both ranking first in the country.

Guangdong facilitated the brand building for GI products. It strengthened the guidance of government funds and project support for the cultivation and promotion of GI trademarks and brands. Beixiang Water Chestnut, Xinhui Aged Sun-dried Tangerine Peel, Guangdong Agarwood (Guan Xiang), Exocarpium Citri Grandis (Huajuhong), and Fenghuang Dancong (Single Clump) Tea were included in CNIPA’s guide list of key contacts for GI utilization and promotion. Six products, such as Xinhui Aged Sun-dried Tangerine Peel and Exocarpium Citri Grandis (Huajuhong), were included in the list of the second batch of products protected and recognized in both markets under the China-EU Agreement on Geographical Indications, and there were 10 such products in total.
Guangdong steadily promoted the IPR finance practices. The amount of registered patent and trademark pledges stood at RMB 44.2 billion, ranking second in the country, posing a YoY increase of 32.61%. Of these pledges, the amount of registered patent pledges stood at RMB 40.4 billion, up 31.96% YoY; the amount of registered trademark pledges stood at RMB 3.8 billion, up 39.85% YoY. Guangdong issued 32 new IP securitization products, with a total financing scale of about RMB 7 billion, ranking first in the country. Guangzhou Development District launched China’s first trademark securitization product, the “Great Wall Capital-Guotai Junan Securities-Guangzhou Science City IP Trademark Licensing Asset-Backed Special Plan”. Jiangmen signed the first financing project of GI (Xinhui Aged Sun-dried Tangerine Peel) pledge in Guangdong, with a line of credit exceeding RMB 600 million. According to the 2020 Financialization Index Report on China Intellectual Property, Guangdong ranked first in the IP financialization index.
VIII. Improved IP Service System
Guangdong facilitated the innovation of IP-related government service models. In collaboration with the Intellectual Property Department of the Government of the Hong Kong SAR, Guangdong established service points for Hong Kong IP business in 12 IPR business acceptance windows in the province, to provide the public with consulting services regarding Hong Kong IPR business. The comprehensive service windows for the provincial IPR business were established to offer a one-stop channel for users to handle a range of businesses regarding patents, trademarks, GIs, IC layout design, and national defense patents. By the end of 2021, there were nine trademark business acceptance windows in the Province, of which four were newly established in the year.

Improved the IP public information service capabilities. The Guangdong Intellectual Property Public Information Integrated Service Platform integrated 65 databases of patents held by strategic industry clusters or local characteristic industries. On the strength of the platform, up to 146 million worldwide patent documents can be retrieved. The EUTMS, a registration-information inquiry system for trademarks registered in the European Union was launched. It was also the first official inquiry tool for international trademark information in China. A total of 2,056,600 pieces of EU trademark data were available via the system. With the online patent and trademark search feature, the Yue Shang Tong platform met the users’ needs for quick and easy access to information.

Improved the layout of IP information public service nodes and branches. The IPR information public service nodes were established in affiliation with institutions, including IPR protection centers and quick IPR protection centers, to cover key prefecture-level institutions for IPR information public services fully. Dedicated IPR information public service branches were established in affiliation with universities, research institutions, public libraries, and various market organizations. There were six Technology and Innovation Support Centers (TISCs), five national IPR information service centers established in universities, and six national IPR information public service branches registered.
Further development of the IPR service industry. In 2021, 96 new patent agencies were registered in the Province, bringing the total number to 1,200 in Guangdong, ranking second in the country. The “Blue Sky”special campaign was further implemented to crack down on violations of laws and regulations among IPR agencies, and dealt with 32 cases.

Expanded the functions of national IPR service industry clusters. Foshan City, Shenzhen Futian District and Guangzhou Development District further expanded the functions of national IPR service industry clusters and attracted high-end IPR service agencies and high-level service talents to form a whole-chain service system involving procuration, legislation, information, commercialization, consultation and training, and support transformation and upgrading of the industrial structure. Shenzhen Futian District and Guangzhou Development District established export bases for IPR services, made comprehensive IP improvements in terms of development quality, utilization efficiency, protection capacity, management efficiency, service capacity and international competitiveness, and promoted the IPR service industry and service trade development.

IX. Deepened International IP Exchanges and Cooperation
The Guangdong Administration for Market Regulation and the Japan External Trade Organization jointly organized the 2021 (Guangdong) Seminar on Sino-Japan Intellectual Property Practices. Sino-Singapore Guangzhou Knowledge City successfully held the Sub-forum “Internationalization with IP” at Singapore’s IP Week 2021. Representatives from the High People’s Court of Guangdong Province delivered keynote speeches at the Forum on Comparison of Intellectual Property Litigation Systems in Europe and China, jointly organized by the Supreme People’s Court of China and the European Union Intellectual Property Office. The People’s Procuratorate of Guangdong Province sent representatives to attend and deliver speeches at the EU-China Intellectual Property Prosecutors Best Practice Group Workshop. Representatives from foreign consulates in Guangzhou and media outlets in Guangdong visited the Guangzhou Intellectual Property Court, China (South) Intellectual Property Center, as well as relevant high-tech enterprises and research institutes. A Guangdong-based enterprise was included in WIPO’s Case Studies on the use of IP by SMEs.
X. Improved IP Cultural Environment
Improved IP talent development environment. Guangdong organized and conducted research on the IP talent service assurance and demographics of such talents, and issued the Guangdong Provincial Plan for IPR Talents During the 14th Five-Year Plan Period for implementation. It launched a series of promotion activities for IP talents to meet the demands of the market, collected 206 specific recruitment applications for IP talents and connected the employers with 1,268 IP talents online. 22 letters of intent for employment were signed at the end of the activities.
Strengthened the IPR cultural construction. The Guangdong Intellectual Property Administration selected and released the 2020 Top 10 IPR-related Events in Guangdong Province. The High People’s Court of Guangdong Province issued the White Paper on Judicial IPR Protection in Guangdong Courts. The People’s Procuratorate of Guangdong Province released the top ten typical cases of IPR infringement by Guangdong procuratorial organs in 2020. Guangdong Intellectual Property Protection Center held the Seminar on the Development Path of IP with Chinese Characteristics and facilitated the establishment of the Guangdong Intellectual Property Research Institute. The lawyers’ associations at provincial and municipal levels in Guangdong held a number of IPR workshops and training sessions. In 2021, legal counsel lawyers in the villages (communities) held 110 lectures on IPR protection and provided nearly 1,000 IP-related consultations.

Strengthened publicity and education of IP. Guangdong organized the “Wan Li Xing” IP Service Campaign, including more than 1,600 activities and about 4.03 million participants. By the end of 2021, six universities in Guangdong had officially offered IP major for students; two national IP training bases in Guangdong had been established at South China University of Technology and Shenzhen University, respectively. Guangdong formulated the Guidance Outline of the Department of Education of Guangdong Province on Local Comprehensive Curriculum for Elementary and Secondary Schools (Trial), which incorporated IP into education courses in local comprehensive curricula for elementary and secondary schools in Guangdong.
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
